This month we sum up our 
discussion of hard disk 
management with a discussion of 
back up procedures .  

Backing up your hard disk 
involves setting up two procedures 
to regularly back up you _ programs 
and data files . The f irst procedure 
involves a complete backup of the 
whole hard disk . This should be 
done every time you add a new 
piece of applications software to 
your hard disk . This is 
accomplished with the DOS backup 
command described in the last 
article on hard disk management . 
The command is BACKUP C :  \ * .  * 
A :  /S<RET> . 

On to programming for non­
programmers . Of course , there 
are always macros . · Any idiot can 
use macros and they do tailor 
programs to your use in the same 
way rewriting the source code 
would (not as elegantly perhaps , 
but if you have lots of memory 
and lots of time, who cares? )  And 
then there ' s  V .  r P .  Advertised for 
programmers , of course . Still , it ' s  
language independent . I t  lets you 
manipulate procedures and 
functions without accessing the 
source code .

files . This can be accomplished � 
with the command BACKUP C :  \ * .  * ! .  

A :  /S/D : mm-dd-yy<RET> . The date 
is the date of the last backup . This 
will  backup all data files_ created on 
or after the date . 

You can also create batch files 
to back up individual 
subdirectories . Below is an 
example .

CD\ 
CLS 
DIR

you fail to implement them when 
your hard disk crashes (not if) you 
will wish you had taken the time .

I ' m just back from the Land of 
REAL COMPUTERS , the states for 
people with clones . The trip was 
successful and informative . There 
are real computer and software 
stor es there . Imagine yourself 
walking into a store and finding 
wall to wall software for n:iost any 
computer made . The problem I ran 
into was not bringing enough 
money to buy everything on my 
want list . 

For people who cannot get the 
soft or hardware they want , I 
highly recommend taking EML 
orders back to the states to shop . 
I f  you don ' t  want to carry your 
purchases , mail them to yourself . 
I t  is a great feeling to know 
something is in your mail box , 
waiting for you to come home . 

This brings me to my subject , 
the Amiga DOS Manual , which was 
one item waiting in my mail  box . 
I t  is a good reference · manual , 
however , it does not contain any 
information on the 1 . 2 version of 
Kickstart or Workbench . The 
manual is a combination of three 
sepa:r ate publications : the 
AmigaDOS User ' s  manual , the 
AmigaDOS Developer ' s  manual , and 
t he AmigaDOS Technical Reference 
manual . 

The User ' s  Manual contains 
i nformation of interest to every 
Amiga user . There are many 
more commands which AmigaDOS 
understands which are not 

accessible from the Workbench . I f  
you use Preferences to turn on  the 
CLI , these commands become 
available . 

The Developer ' s  Manual describes 
how to use AmigaDOS from within 
a program rather than from a 
command line -interface . It  fully 
documents the Amiga Macro 
Assembler and Linker . 

The Technical Reference Manual 
describes the data structures which 

- -AmigaDOS uses internally . I t  
includes descriptions o f  how DOS 
disk data is stored , and the format 
of the " object-files " .  Developers 
and experts should find this 
technical section useful . 

I n  the next few months I will 
be exploring AmigaDOS, it ' s  
structure , commands and the line 
editor . This month we will just 
look at the relationship and 
differences of Workbench and the 
CLI . 

To use the CLI interface select 
the CLI window and type the 
desired CLI commands . The CLI 
window may be sized and moved 
like any window . To close the CLI 
window, type "ENDCLI " .  

Remem.ber: always work 
from a back-·up copy when 
altering any disk . 

" D IR"  is the directory command . 
DIR lists the files and/or directories 
in the current disk directory . 
Type "DIR"  and the AmigaDOS will 
return with the files and 
directories that make up the 
Workbench . There are more files 
listed here than the Workbench 



screen will show . Workbench will 
only display an Icon if that file has 
the Icon Information in the 
directory . An example is the 
Trashcan . Info and Trashcan files . 
The Trashcan . Info holds the Icon 
and file calling data while Trashcan 
is the actual file or directory . 

AmigaDOS subdirectories 
correspond to Workbench drawers . 
Random access block devices such 
as disks (DFO : ) correspond to the 
diskette I cons you have seen . 

Not all programs or commands 
can be run under both Workbench 
and the CLI environment . None of 
the CLI commands can be run 
f rom Workbench . For example , 
there are two separate Diskcopy 
commands . The one in the : c/ 
directory is run from the CLI . 
The one in the system directory 
(drawer) is from Workbench . 

Well , I hate to leave every one 
up in the air but I have to get 
this to the Editor . In the next 
few installments I wil l  give a more 
detailed explanation of AmigaDOS .

How 
does society protect itself from this 
growing tiorde of children (AGE 1 0  
to 8 0) who · shows a_ blatant 
disregard for the law and society 
in general? 

The Federal government spends 
some 50 million dollars annually in 
computer security research alone 
to address the potential problems of 
computer sabotage and fraud , from 
both internal and external 
sources . 

COMPUSERVE of Columbus ,  
Ohio , i s  a good example o f  a large 
user of computer capabilities that 
takes great care to protect its 
databases and software . 



Standard techniques are used to 
protect their software from damage 

or destruction·. Passwords that 
change at various times , a billing 

system that helps catch 
discrepancies and limits set on 

amounts that can be charged in 

the early days of a subscribers 

account are planned to keep 

computer fraud to a minimum . 
Special security measures are 
taken to avoid TROJAN HORSE 
intrusions that could crash their 
system . In uploaded software , the 

user ' s  ID number is embedded into 
the program . 

As with most forms of crime 

prevention it is a never ending 

battle since new technology usually 

leads to even better technology . 
And what the human mind can 
create , the human mind probably 
can \op , given a little more time 

and an upgraded system .
